2008-2009 Academic Year Post Secondary Enrollment Options Program 
_____________________________________________________________________________ 

The University of Cincinnati has a long history of providing educational opportunities to talented high school students.  In response to 
Senate Bill 140, the University is participating in the Post Secondary Enrollment Options Programs.  The Post Secondary Enrollment 
Options Program (PSEOP) Option A (student is responsible for paying costs) is for qualified high school students seeking college credit 
only.  The PSEOP Option B (local school district is responsible for paying costs) will be available to qualified students wanting both high 
school and college credit. 

Purpose 
The purpose of the program is to provide high school students who are intellectually and socially capable of doing college work with an 
additional educational option.  The option will be appropriate for high school students whose local school district is not able to offer the 
course(s) needed to meet studentsÕ level of academic performance and for those students who have already completed all high school 
requirements and are ready to get a Òhead startÓ on college.  The program is not intended to replace high school honors or advanced 
placement classes. 
 

Eligibility Criteria 
Only students who meet all of the following criteria will be given permission to register for classes under the Post Secondary Enrollment 
Options Program. 
 

• The student has at least an un-weighted cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher (based on 4.0 scale) 
• The student has at least an un-weighted GPA of 3.0 or higher for the 2007-2008 academic year (based on 4.0 scale)  
• Once the policies and procedures form, application, course advising form, $40 fee and transcripts are received and the student 

meets the GPA requirements, the student must take the Raymond Walters College placement test on a designated PSEOP 
testing date and obtain scores placing them into College-level English Composition I and College Algebra I or higher.  Testing 
is not available unless the PSEO Coordinator has received the application packet. Scores are final and you cannot retest. 

• The courses a student takes in the PSEO program are courses not available at the studentÕs high school, or given the studentÕs 
high level of academic performance, the studentÕs academic needs could be better met by taking the college-level courses. 

• The student is in good academic and disciplinary standing in the high school. 
• The student resides with a parent or legal guardian within commuting distance of the College. 

 
Enrollment Options 

Option A: permits eligible student to enroll in college courses for college credit.  Student electing this option will be required to pay all 
costs incurred, including tuition, fees, books, and materials.  Payment in full will be required with the request to register for courses. 
 
Option B: permits eligible students to enroll in college courses for college and high school credit concurrently.  Student electing this 
option will not be required to pay for tuition, fees, books, and required supplies.  School districts may elect, through board policy, to 
recover from the student/parent all costs incurred by the district when and if a student fails to complete a college course, whether through 
a formal Òclass-dropÓ process or non-attendance other than for reasons generally accepted by the school district. 
 

Further Explanation of the Program: 
• Students who meet all Raymond Walters College established eligibility criteria would be approved to register for courses as 

non-matriculated students.  This approval to participate in the Post Secondary Enrollment Options Program does not constitute 
or imply admission as a matriculated student to any college at the University of Cincinnati. 

• Following acceptance into the PSEO Program, students and a parent/legal guardian will be required to attend an orientation.   
• Students will be permitted to register for college level courses only, no more than 15 hours.   Students may not audit any 

course.  More specific guidelines will follow in orientation. 
• Course registration requests will be processed during the priority period for non-matriculated students.  This means that 

acceptance into the PSEO program at RWC does not guarantee students the availability of classes.   
• Raymond Walters College PSEOP students may not take courses at any other college during their PSEOP enrollment.   
• Likewise, PSEOP students from other colleges may not take courses at Raymond Walters College.  
• Foreign language courses may require additional placement testing.  Students should contact the PSEOP Coordinator to 

schedule the test after the student receives notice of acceptance into the program. 
• Extracurricular Limitation:  Students participating in the Post Secondary Enrollment Options Program may not participate in 

University-sponsored athletics or in the activities of any student or other University-affi liated organization without the specific, 
written permission of the Vice Provost for Undergraduate and Student Affairs. 

• Email:  Once a student is accepted, having a current email is required and necessary to receive updates and reminders! 
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Program Continuation (Dismissal Policies) 

Students participating in the Post Secondary Enrollment Options Program will be required to do the following or they will be dismissed: 
• Student must maintain 2.0 cum GPA or higher.  A student cannot continue in the program at RWC if they earn a 

GPA lower than 2.0.   Students will be billed and dismissed for courses that they receive an ÒI,Ó ÒIP,Ó ÒN,Ó ÒNG,Ó 
ÒNP,Ó ÒT,Ó ÒU,Ó ÒW,Ó or ÒUW.Ó  They will be billed for these courses and those dropped after the 100% refund 
period. 

• Maintain good disciplinary standing at their high school. 
• Maintain a ÒBÓ average at their high school 
• Return all books and materials to the PSEOP Coordinator by 12:00 noon on the last Friday of their last quarter (this only 

applies to Option B students) 
• Follow all PSEOP policies and procedures as outlined by the Raymond Walters College PSEOP Coordinator outlined at the 

orientation.
